ODDYSEYWARE UPDATE

We just completed our first trimester using
Odysseyware at RHS. The classes ran on Monday and
Wednesday nights with the students working with both
their online teacher as well as an onsite mentor. Aside
from an "electives"/ mixed lab, each class was divided
by its subject area. In the math lab, students were able

to take Core Math A, PreAlgebra A, Geometry A, and
Personal Finance A. In the science lab, the students
engaged in Health, Earth Science A, and Biology A.
Finally in the social studies lab, the students worked on
both Civics and U.S. History A.

Our second trimester has just begun, and we have
added Core Math B, PreAlgebra B, Personal Finance B
& C, Earth Science B, and U.S. History B. In addition,
we hav e expanded our program to E.O.Smith. We look
forward to expaning this on line programming to
additional sites and we develop it further.

Also, the first term of the year with CTDLC (CT Distant
Learning Consortium) has just finished. We had 14
enrollments  and a 71% passing rate. | am very proud of
our students as well as their mentors.
